BCCAT and STP: Melding of work

» BCCAT focusing on admissions side of mandate
since 2003, in particular on capacity, demand, and
student mobility.

» Student Transitions Project (STP) began in 2005 as
collaborative effort among BC’s Ministries of
Education and Advanced Education and public post-
secondary institutions to share student data to
answer questions on student mobility.

» BCCAT part of STP Steering Committee and much of
Admissions Committee work melded with STP’s.

» What is the transition of graduates from the K-12
education system into BC public post-secondary
institutions over a multi-year period (K-12 data
2001/02 to 2004/05 and post-secondary data
2002/03 to 2005/06)?

» Other university colleges, Capilano, and Camosun
do not receive large numbers of students.



Movement among post-secondary
institutions: Key findings

» Student transitions tend to be regional in nature.

» A secondary school graduate is more likely to enroll
in a B.C. public post-secondary institution if she/he:

> attends a school in a large city;

> completes a graduation program that leads to
university admission, especially if her/his
graduating academic average is 75% or higher;

> speaks at home a language other than English.




Movement among post-secondary
institutions: Key findings
» A secondary school graduate who enrolls in a B.C.
public post-secondary institution is more likely to
complete a post-secondary credential in four years if
she or he:
> makes an immediate transition (direct entry);
> attends continuously;
o completes a graduation program that leads to
university admission, especially if their graduating
academic average is 75% or higher;

o attends an institute.




Movement among post-secondary

institutions: Key findings
» Retention at universities is highest in ps system.
» Small colleges tend to keep students for shortest

period and these students are least likely to enrol
elsewhere in the public system.

» Many students leave institutions without completing
credentials, sometimes moving to other institutions
where a credential might be the goal, but in many
cases leaving the system entirely.

» In the study period, graduates became less likely to
enroll in Arts and Sciences programs at the
university colleges, colleges, and institutes.




Mobility of transfer students

» What is number of potential and eligible transfer

students in colleges, university colleges, and
institutes in the fall of each year and the number
that enrolled in a university in the subsequent year
with transfer as the basis of admission?

Potential transfer students are enrolled in or have
completed at least one course in the Transfer Guide
that transfers to a university.

Eligible transfer students are enrolled in or have
completed 24 or more credits and have a GPA of
2.0 or greater.

Mobility of transfer students

» 59,208 potential transfer students in Fall 2005.
> 4,272 transferred to a university with transfer as
basis of admission in 2006.
- 2,813 enrolled in another CDW institution in
2006.
» Top receiving institutions for potential transfer
students:

> BCIT, Kwantlen, Douglas, Langara, VCC, UCFV, and
Malaspina in that order.




Headcount
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Mobility at the Course Level

» The purpose of this BCCAT study:

> to analyze the number of course transitions made
by students between CDW institutions

> to help inform BCCAT and institutions regarding
whether the BC Transfer Guide should be
expanded to include some of the colleges and
institutes as receiving institutions.

» 2004 to 2006 data.
» Report and newsletter to be completed this spring.




Mobility at the Course Level

» Vast majority of courses moved had very few
students moving the course.

» Small number of registrants per moved course
would not provide evidence of need to move away
from case-by-case transfer.

» Most students were in liberal arts and sciences
programs.

» Top courses moved between institutions were
business related courses.

» “Restricted enrolment” data set was created where
course registrants were 15 or more.




Movement of courses
with restricted enrolment

» The largest amount of course movement was
between Lower Mainland institutions.

» Largest “receivers” are JI, BCIT, OKAN

> JI and OKAN are special cases (each institution
understands its own data and business case).

» Next largest are Langara, Douglas, VCC, Kwantlen
> KUC already receiving institution

» Pipeline issue: Are there too few students to make it
worth building a pipeline, or if you build the pipeline
will it result in more students coming?




Conclusion

» We know far more about student mobility from
many different perspectives than we did a few years
ago.

» This information is available to your Registrars and
Institutional Researchers to assist in enrolment
planning.

» STP’s plan is to make this data available in a timely
manner and on an annual basis so that institutions
can rely on it for planning purposes.

» Students are moving among institutions in large

numbers and in multiple directions.
