}Courses are submitted for articulation via the Transfer 

Credit Evaluation System (TCES)

}Each outline is captured electronically within the TCES

}Since 2005, the TCES has 

captured over 3500 course 

outlines, either in PDF, Doc 

or HTML format

}Some institutions currently 

publish all of their course 

outlines online



Pros:

}Centralized resource for course outlines 

}Access to course outlines by students, faculty, 
institutions

}Could help increase the efficiency of student mobility 
both within and outside of BC

}Help institutions develop similar courses for transfer

}Help students in make more informed choices about 
course selection



Cons:

}Concerns over intellectual property and curriculum 

òtheftó

}Confusion over different content in different 

sections

}Course outlines can become out of date



}Courses submitted for evaluation can take up to a 

year (and sometimes longer!) for a completed 

evaluation

}Students searching for transfer results do not have 

access to information until a final decision is made

}Many students will not register for courses at 

sending institutions until the course has been 

articulated



} Over 100,000 articulations in the 
BC Transfer Guide

} Currently over 10,000 pending 
requests for articulation spread 
amongst 15 receiving 
institutions, some dating back 
two or more years.

} Many of these requests are for 
new or recently launched 
courses



Pros:

}Provides complete information available on both 
complete and pending evaluation requests

}Letõs students and faculty know that òwheels are in 
motionó

}Could put pressure on receiving institutions to respond 
in a more timely manner



Cons

}Could put pressure on receiving institutions to respond 
in a more timely manner!!

}òPendingó information could convolute search results 

}Large backlogs could lead to poor reputations amongst 
certain receiving institutions

}Is there legitimate value to publishing òpendingó 
information?
